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Commercial Pools in Texas Pose Safety Hazard, Say Techs

Commercial pool operators throughout
Texas are allowing hazardous pools to
remain open, despite warnings from
health inspectors and service techni-
cians, according to various sources.

Pool professionals claim that hazards
such as cloudy water and unlocked
gates have resulted in a number of
drownings in 2011 alone.

“Some commercial operators are very
reluctant to close a pool, even when
the water’s so cloudy you can’t see the
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bottom,” said Mike
Baker, president of the
Corpus Christi Chapter
of the Independent
Pool & Spa Service
Association.
when | explain the
drowning hazard, some
still won’t close it.”

In many cases, opera-
tor resistance is a result
of pressure from ten-
ants, ignorance of cur-
rent regulations, or lack of available
funds, Baker said. Complicating the
problem is the fact that some munici-
pal health inspectors fail to enforce a
state requirement that any commer-
cial pool in violation of safety stan-
dards must be closed immediately
until the issue is resolved.

This lack of enforcement may stem
from short-handedness, since the
state provides no funds to city health
departments for the specific purpose
of inspecting pools. This means many
hazards on commercial sites are dis-
covered not by health inspectors, but
by service techs, who have no power
to enforce the law.

However, even when inspectors do
arrive on-site, some are unfamiliar
with current state codes on water clar-
ity and pool enclosures. So violations
often slip by unnoticed.

“You can go to some cities, and the
inspectors are hardly enforcing any of
the safety regulations unless there’s a
specific complaint,” Baker said.

Thus, many commercial pools con-

tinue to operate with hazards such
as blockable main drains, cloudy
water and unlocked gates — even
after the city health department has
noted the violation.

“We've seen a lot of operators sim-
ply refuse to change a noncompliant
drain cover,” said Dave Galloway,
president of Galloway Pools & Spas
Inc. in Corpus Christi, Texas.

Galloway’s techs do their best to
communicate with noncompliant site
owners in person; they also note
any hazards in writing on their in-
voices. (Legal experts recommend
sending the operator a certified let-
ter describing the hazard, and ex-
plaining any need for temporary
closure, in order to document that
the service company performed its
legal duty to inform the operator of
the problem.) Still, Baker notes that
significant change will have to come
from the Texas Department of State
Health Services.

Computer Tips
How can | tell what’s a legitimate message and what’s a hoax?

A. There are four keys points or “red flags” that virtually every email-based scam or
hoax contains. When it comes to computer tips, if two or more of the following ele-
ments appear in an email you receive, reach for the DELete key and delete the mes-
sage.

1. A sense of urgency. This usually takes the form of many exclamation marks!!!!, a
message TYPED IN ALL CAPS, or by using words that suggest a great sense of
urgency.

2. Some form of corroboration or authentication (always phony), but it makes the
message sound credible. "Harvey Aardvark, V.P. of IBM said..." or "my neighbor's
husband’s brother's cousin, who works for Micro-

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Troubleshoot PDA

A Pool Digital Assistant (PDA) is a hand-held remote control
system for your pool and spa that can control auxiliary systems
wirelessly. Zodiac’s AquaLink is one of the most popular PDAs
on the market, and a good example of the capabilities of a PDA.
The AqualLink can control up to eight auxiliaries and has built-in
features like automatic heater cool down, self monitoring freeze
protection, and pool cleaner safety delay. Many service techni-
cians have incorporated PDAs into their work flow to monitor
and control equipment operations more efficiently. Like all tech-
nology products, the PDA may occasionally need some trouble-
shooting. To help with that task, Zodiac recommends the follow-
ing tips: Screen does not display information Press the ON
button. If the LCD screen does not display information. Do the
following:

* Remove the back of the PDA and replace both AA batteries.
Make certain battery polarity is correct.

* Press the ON button again. If the LCD still does not display
information replace the hand held unit. Display reads “waiting”
or partial information If the display is showing information but
does not make a connection (display reads “waiting”). Do the
following:

* Turn the hand held unit and system power off.

» Go to the J-box (a.k.a. antennae), remove the two screws hold-
ing the cover in place then remove the cover.

» While watching the printed circuit board (PCB) of the J-box, turn
power on to the system. Leave hand held unit off.

» At this point both LEDs should illuminate and remain on (not
blinking) for at least four seconds.

* If neither LED turns on, power is not being supplied to the J-box.
See “No power to J-box” below for troubleshooting.

« If both LEDs remain on for more than four seconds, the J-box is
not communicating with the power center PCB. Check the yellow
and black wires of the four conductor cable at both the J-box and
power center PCB. Also check

for firmware compatibility and proper installation of the firmware
chip (PPD).

« At the end of the four seconds both LEDs should blink on/off five
times. After the fifth blink the green LED should go out (if the hand
held is still off) and the red LED should blink repeatedly.

« If the green LED is blinking, with the hand held unit off, the J-box
is communicating with another device on the same frequency. At
this point the channel will need to be changed. See “Changing the
channel” below. No power to J-box If neither LED illuminates, it
indicates power is not being sup-plied to the J-box. To trouble-

“Itd hardly cost anything for them to send out a letter to city
and county health departments explaining the code, and
explaining why operators need to abide by it,” he said. “And
that would make a huge difference.”

Texas officially began tracking drowning rates in 2005; and
in 2008, child drowning deaths hit a record high of 82. That
rate has declined somewhat in more recent years, but ex-
perts stress that vigilance remains crucial.

* Locate the four solder points at the bottom of the J-box PCB.
The outside two solder points are being supplied power from
the power center PCB. The inside two are connected to the
yellow and black wires from the power center PCB; these are
the communication\wires.

« Set your multi-meter to DCV above 10. Measure the voltage
between the outside two solder points. The voltage should be
8.5t0 10 VDC.

« If the voltage is below 8.5 VDC, check the voltage between
terminals 1 and 4 of the red terminal bar at the power center
PCB. If the voltage is correct at the power center PCB but low
at the J-box PCB, check for damaged wires or poor connec-
tions. Changing the channel (AKA frequency) On the J-box
PCB locate the learn switch and the reset button, and then
proceed as follows:

* Turn the hand held unit on.

» Wait until communication is established.

* Hold down the up and down buttons together for seven to ten
seconds.

* Display should read as follows:

o SET RF CHANNEL: RF CHANNEL X Use ARROW KEYS to
set the RF CHANNEL. Press SELECT to continue.

* Press either the up or down button to change the channel
(possible settings 0-9) then press the select button.

* Display will change to:

o LEARN MODE: Set slide switch on J-box PCB to the LEARN
MODE.

» After moving the learn switch to on (up) the display will
change to:

o LEARN MODE: RF channel on J-box has been set. Restore
J-box slide switch and press J-box RESET button.

* Move the learn switch to off (down) and press the rest button.
Channel has now been changed and the display will return to
the home screen.

Note: if the hand held unit seams sluggish or skips items it
could be caused by low batteries, other devices on the same
frequency or early versions of the components. Try replacing
the batteries first, then changing the channel and finally check-
ing the revision letters of the hand held, J-box and PPD. All
three items must be Revision 3.0 or higher for fastest re-
sponse.

Computer Tips - How can | tell what’s a legitimate mes-
sage and what’s a hoax?

3. The suggestion that dire conse-
quences of some type will result if you
don't heed the warning. This aspect, similar to a ‘chain-letter’ re-
quires you to ...... (see #4)

4. A request to forward the message to as many people as you
can. This one item alone is really all you need to delete a mes-
sage. Any time you receive an email that asks you to forward it to
others, don’t do it. Legitimate information will come from legitimate
sources, not some email chain-letter making the rounds. Keep in
mind that it's mindless, knee-jerk forwarding that keeps email-
based scams and hoaxes in circulation for years. Don’t be part of
the problem, be part of the solution and delete this nonsense
when it arrives.

Doughnuts
1 pkg. regular or quick—acting yeast

1/8 cup warm water (105-115 degrees)

3/4 cup lukewarm milk (scalded then cooled)
1/4 cup sugar ?
1/2 tsp. salt

1 egg

1/6 cup shortening

2 1/2 cups all-purpose flour

Dissolve yeast in warm water in mixing bowl. Add milk, sugar,
salt, egg, shortening and 1 cup of flour. Beat on low speed while
scraping bowl for 30 seconds. Beat on medium speed, scraping
bowl occasionally, 2 minutes. Stir in remaining flour until smooth.
Cover and let rise in warm place until double, about 50-60 min-
utes. Turn dough onto floured surface. Roll dough 1/2- inch

thick. Cut with round cookie cutter. Cover and let rise on floured bak-
ing sheets until double, 30-40 minutes. Heat vegetable oil in deep
fryer or Dutch oven to 350. Slide doughnuts into hot oil. Turn dough-
nuts as they turn golden brown, about one minute on each side. Re-
move carefully from oil (do not prick surfaces) and drain. When cool,
make small hole to insert vanilla frosting. Take a sharp knife and
carefully make a large cavity inside of the doughnut to hold the frost-
ing. Fill the doughnuts generously with vanilla frosting and dust heav-
ily with powdered sugar. Makes: 12 doughnuts

VANILLA FROSTING FOR FILLING:

1/4 cup solid vegetable shortening 1/4 cup butter or margarine 1/2
tsp. clear vanilla extract 2 cups sifted confectioners’ sugar 1 tbsp.
milk

Cream butter and shortening, gradually add sugar 1/2 cup at a time.
Add milk and vanilla, beat until light and fluffy.
